We believe it is highly likely that it was
inadvertently destroyed.

Hospital, all of whom were either new patients first seen between July 4 and December 18, 2006, or who
had changes in their demographic information in that time.

Johns Hopkins Medicine faculty and staff, including Johns Hopkins Health System employees,
may have been among those patients.
